Twenty-seven traditional tales from cultures around the world
are succinctly retold in a first collection by storyteller Heather Forest. Forest’s addition of rhyming
refrains adds to the "read-and tell-ability" of each story, as do the active verbs she uses and the
declarative nature of the narrative. Some tales will be familiar from other collections--" The Talking
Skull" from West Africa, "The Golden Goose" from Germany, "Duffy and the Devil" from England,
and "The Boy Who Drew Cats" from Japan. Others are wonderfully new, for example, Indonesia’s
"The Magic Oysters of the Queen of the South Sea" and Ecuador’s "The Search for the Magic
Lake." Each tale is accompanied by a full-page, stylized pen-and-ink illustration that takes
advantage of the oversize format. The caricatures of various ethnic groups may be a bit
troublesome, particularly those of Asian and African American characters, but art aside, the stories
are quite fine, with Forest including substantial source notes on each tale as well as alternative
versions.
