The plot of this story is a
bit more complex than the first two books but is oddly connected to thme. Jenny’s murder while
being a past event is revealed to be unexpectedly connected to recent events in New Fiddleham
and | can only applaud the author for how he is starting to tie everything together.I've loved the
Jackaby stories since the beginning, but this one has just reaffirmed my membership in the William
Ritter fan club.
