RECONSTRUCTION IN HUMAN OSTEOLOGY (1999, Gordon Breach Publishers), as well as

numerous articles in research journals.Lynn Kilgore earned her Ph.D. from the University of

Colorado, Boulder, where she now holds an affiliate faculty position.
