This
becomes harder than just keeping his mouth shut as their nosy neighbor, Lara, is determined that
she and Luke will discover Super Guy’s true identity. Throw in Zach’s crush on Lara’s older sister,
trying to be a superhero while keeping your parents clueless, being kidnapped by a fiendish comic
book store owner while trying to save the world, and you’re got a non-stop action-packed,
laugh-out-loud winner of a story. The main characters are finely drawn and their voices are
authentic.
