This tiny

book is a compilation of some 300 highly innovative ideas of small scale construction, some as

small as animal shelters, others suitable for living in harmony with nature or fitting in with the urban

landscape.

Each structure is

given a single page dominated by a photograph accompanied by a short description indicating its

location, architect, year and purpose. One or two colored iconic patches indicate the construction

materials used Ã¢Â€Â“ there is a lookup table on page 13 Ã¢Â€Â“ this was cute but unless you

would be using the book constantly as a reference, most readers wouldn't, a schema I found slightly

distracting and not as helpful as the author intended Ã¢Â€Â“ a text description could have been

used. The 5 chapters divide the buildings in a sensible way by scale from micro to maxi.As a source

of ideas and inspiration I really liked this book. It's small size makes it both a nice gift and easily

displayable, especially if you don't have a lot of room to display - which ties in nicely with the theme

of the book.
